Demo Objectives

» Install the Jazz server distribution file
« Start the server

» Verify the installation

» Stop the server
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Let's begin by installing the Jazz server.
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Navigate to the directory where you downloaded the Jazz Team Server zip file. Now select this file.
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Right click.
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Select the Extract All... menu item.
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Click Next.
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Select the Files will be extracted to this directory text box.
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Here | am going to modify the directory name to JazzTeamServer and ensure that this is saved in the root of the C:\ drive.
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Click Next.
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Click Finish.
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Now ensure that you are in the directory where the files were extracted.
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Let's drill down through the directory structure.
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Text Captions: Double-click the server item
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Since we are installing the software on Windows XP, let's select the win32 directory and drill down further.
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Text Captions: Double-click the ibm-java2-i386-50 item
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Text Captions: Double-click the jre item
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Here we have the bin and lib directories for the Java Runtime Environment that is bundled with the server installation.
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Let's select the directory path and copy it.
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Text Captions: Select the Copy menu item
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Next, select the Start menu.
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Select Control Panel.
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Select the System menu item.
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Select the Advanced tab.
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Click the Environment Variables button.
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| do not have a Java Runtime Environment on my system, so | will add it now.

Let's click the New button under System variables.
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And enter JRE_HOME as the variable name.
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Select the variable value text box.
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Right Click in the text box.
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Now let's paste the directory path we copied a few moments ago.
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Click OK.
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Click OK.
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Click OK.
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Next, let's start the server.
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Select the server folder, as shown.
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Right Click.
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And Open a Command Window on this folder.
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Let's do a listing of all files ending with bat.
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What we are looking for is the server.startup.bat file.
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Everything appears to have started correctly. Minimize the windows if necessary, but do not close them.
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Next, let's verify the server installation.
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Open a web browser.
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Type-in the address localhost:9080, as shown.
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We can see that Tomcat is working properly.
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Now type-in the address localhost:9443/jazz/admin using secure http, as shown.
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Click OK.
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Select the User ID text box and enter ADMIN in capital letters.
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Text Captions: Press Tab key
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In the Password text box, enter ADMIN in capital letters.
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Click Login.
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Login should be successful and we should check that there are no errors reported.
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Everything is running correctly, so now we can logout.
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If we drill-down into the server directory, we can find some html files that provide general installation guidelines and guidelines for using the Jazz
server with DB2 or Oracle, instead of Apache Derby and WebSphere, instead of Apache Tomcat.
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Finally, let's ensure that we can cleanly shutdown the Jazz server.
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In the command window we opened earlier, let's run the server.shutdown.bat file.
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
