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And select and copy the DB_LOCALE variable.

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Now navigate to the bin directory.
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Select the dbaccessdemo.cmd file.
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And open it in an editor.
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The locale settings are near the beginning of the file.
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| will paste the text that | just copied.
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And comment out one line.
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This will be a quick fix for now. Let's save the file and exit.
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Now run the dbaccessdemo.cmd file again.
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This time it is successful and the demo database has been created.
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Finally, let's ensure that all the environment variables we need are added to your system.
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We should set the environment variables permanently. Let's start by opening the server .cmd file again.
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Keep this window open and close or minimize any other open windows.
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Text Captions: Click the Minimize button
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Select My Computer on the desktop.
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Right-click.
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The System Properties window will open. You can also open this by going to the Control Panel and selecting System.
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Select the advanced Tab.
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Click the Environment Variables button.
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Under System variables, select the New button.
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Now copy the first variable name.
